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MFL Vision 

Intent

At Fazakerley Primary we are committed to providing our children with a high quality education that that responds to the needs of our children and the world around them.  We live in a city rich in culture and we want to foster a natural curiosity of cultures around the world by providing the children with the foundations of language learning and developing a love of learning to speak and write other languages.   As part of our curriculum we offer the children the opportunity to learn Spanish. By building children’s confidence and fluency in Spanish we are helping them to understand their place as a global citizen, foster positive attitudes to other cultures and inspire children and develop their aspirations of living and working in other countries. 

Implementation

In order to ensure children are receiving authentic high quality language teaching, we employ Spanish speaking specialists to work alongside our teachers.  All children in KS2 receive a 30-minute weekly language lesson delivered in Spanish to allow children to be totally immersed in their language learning.  Spanish vocabulary is explicitly taught and displayed within each class to allow children to explore the subject, build skills and knowledge and develop their potential to become confident learners.  We use daily incidental Spanish so that children are used to hearing Spanish around the school.  We are in the process of building links with a Spanish school which will provide our children with a fantastic opportunity to converse with native speakers of their own age. Parents can get involved by visiting our website and exploring our curriculum map to see what their children are learning and accessing useful website links. 

Our Spanish curriculum aims to support whole school learning by developing reading, writing, speaking and listening skills in English. To build confidence children are encouraged and rewarded when answering spontaneously in Spanish in other lessons.  We have enrichment days, which allow children to work cross curricular and allows ideas and information to be presented in a variety of ways. 

To ensure and promote good progress we have clearly identified end of year milestones for each domain in Spanish for each year group. Lessons are carefully sequenced to allow children to deepen their knowledge, practise and develop their skills which will in turn lead to a solid understanding of the subject.  We use the RRP (Repeat, Respond and Produce) method when teaching Spanish to ensure learning is embedded. Spoken language is taught by listening and responding, children are encouraged to explore the patterns and sound of the language through song, rhymes and activities. Children are given the opportunity to speak and write formally and informally within sessions and other curriculum areas. 

Impact

The curriculum is a developmental model and we constantly review and evolve through careful monitoring to ensure that it meets the needs of our children. The impact of our Spanish curriculum is monitored through termly moderation, monitoring of Spanish in the whole school environment, formative assessment tasks and the collection of Pupil Voice. The Spanish lesson is also used as CPD for teaching staff.
