	a. Games: To start to find and internalise the pulse using movement.  

b. Singing: To use voices in different ways such as speaking, singing and chanting. 

c. Playing Instruments: To perform simple rhythmical patterns, beginning to show an awareness of pulse. 

d. Improvisation: To recognise and explore how sounds can be organised. 

e. Composition: To create my own simple musical sounds with my instruments.


	a.Games: Begin to understand that pulse is the foundation of music upon which all the other dimensions are built. 

b. Singing: Use voices expressively and creatively. To sing with the sense of shape of the melody.

c. Playing Instruments: To perform rhythmical patterns and accompaniments, keeping a steady pulse.

d. Improvisation: Begin to explore, choose and order sounds creating improvisations of their own.

e. Composition: To create and choose sounds for a specific effect. 
	a. Games: Understand that the pulse is the musical heartbeat and the foundation of everything we do and pulse, rhythm and pitch work together to create music.

b. Singing: To sing in unison becoming aware of pitch. 

c. Playing Instruments: To play simple rhythmic and musical parts, beginning to vary the pitch with a small range of notes.

d. Improvisation: To improvise own rhythms using a small range of notes.

e. Composition: To begin to join simple layers of sound e.g. a background rhythm and a solo melody.
	a. Singing: To sing in unison maintaining the correct pitch and using increasing expression (Easter assembly).
b. Playing Instruments: To play and perform parts with increasing number of notes beginning to show musical expression by changing dynamic (guitars) 

c. Improvisation: To create rhythmical ad simple melodic patterns using an increased number of notes.

d. Composition: To join layers of sound, thinking about musical dynamics of each layer and understanding the effect.
	a. Games: To gain an understanding of how pulse, rhythm and pitch work together to create music.

b. Singing: To sing in unison with clear dictation, controlled pitch and sense of phrase (Christmas Assembly)

c. Playing Instruments: To play and perform parts in a range of solo and ensemble contexts with increasing accuracy and expression.  To improve technique and begin to read sheet music (keyboard)

d. Improvisation: To experiment with increasingly complicated rhythmic and melodic phrases within given structures.  

e. Composition: To create with increasingly complicated rhythmic and melodic phrases within given structures.  
	a. Games: To gain deeper understanding of how pulse, rhythm and pitch work together to create music

 b. Singing: To sing in solo, unison and in parts with clear diction, controlled pitch and with sense of phase. 

c. Playing Instruments: To play and perform with accuracy, fluency, control and expression.

d. Improvisation: To create and improvise with melodic and rhythmic phrases as part of a group performance. 

e. Composition: Compose by developing ideas within a range of given musical structures.
