Word Recognition 


	(DM: Literacy- Reading) 30-50m*

• Enjoys rhyming and rhythmic activities.

Early Learning Goal:

Children read and understand simple sentences. They use phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately. They also read some common irregular words. They demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read.

	Reading: Comprehension 


	(DM: C&L Listening and Attention) 30-50m*

• Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.

• Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.

• Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.

• Focusing attention – still listen or do, but can shift own attention.

• Is able to follow directions (if not intently focused on own choice of activity).

(DM: C&L Listening and Attention) 40-60m*

• Maintains attention, concentrates and sits quietly during appropriate activity.

• Two-channelled attention – can listen and do for short span.

Early Learning Goal:

Children listen attentively in a range of situations. They listen to stories, accurately anticipating key events and respond to what they hear with relevant comments, questions or actions. They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity.

	Writing: 

Transcription – Handwriting 


	· Draws lines and circles using gross motor movement 30-50 months

· Uses one-handed tools and equipment eg makes snips in paper with child scissors 30-50 months

· Holds pencil between thumb and two fingers, no longer using whole hand grasp 30-50 months

· Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control 30-50 months

· Can copy some letters eg from their name 30-50 months

· Shows a preference for a dominant hand 40-60 months

· Begins to use anticlockwise movement and retrace vertical lines 40-60 months

· Begins to form recognisable letters 40-60 months

· Uses a pencil and holds it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

· Children handle equipment and tools effectively, including pencils for writing ELG

	Writing: 

Transcription – Spelling  


	· Hears and says the initial sounds in words 40-60 months

· Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together 40-60 months

· Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet 40-60 months

· Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds correctly and in sequence 40-60 months

· Children use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds ELG

· Some words are spelt correctly and others are phonetically plausible ELG

	Word 

· Begins to break the flow of speech into words 40-60 months
· Writes own name and other things such as labels and captions 40-60 months
· Children write some irregular common words ELG
