	Active literacy kit LDA 


	The Active Literacy Kit is a kit to teach the basic skills of reading and spelling. The Active Literacy Kit offers a series of timed exercises which together build the foundation skills needed for automatic, fluent and accurate reading and spelling.



	Fast Track Phonics Lancashire


	Fast Track Phonics has been developed to support children in year 2 who did not achieve the expected level in the Year 1 Phonics Check. Fast Track Phonics is a 14-week programme which focuses on the key skills of all good phonics programmes which are:

· Grapheme/ phoneme correspondence 

· Blending to support reading

· Segmenting to support spelling

· Blending and segmenting as reversible processes.



	Fast forward Spelling Lancashire

	Fast Forward Spelling is a catch up intervention programme for year 6. Fast Forward Spelling is a 12- week programme with daily sessions planned for each week. It focuses on:

· Spelling rules and conventions

· Teaching approaches

· Independent practice. 



	Write from the start LDA 


	The ability to produce fluent, legible handwriting affects attainment in many areas of the curriculum. Write from the Start offers a radically different approach that will guide a child through the various stages of perceptual and fine- motor development to lay the foundations for flowing, accurate handwriting. 



	Teaching Sight Vocabulary and Improving Reading Fluency- A precision teaching approach.


	It is important when working with children that they read at a level that is called proficiency level. This means they can read material at a 95% accuracy level. This precision teaching approach is a method used to monitor progress in acquiring sight vocabulary. It is about building a sight- vocabulary using a visual method. This is learning to read words by looking at them and remembering them, rather than sounding them out.



	ReadWrite A2Z
	This is an early reading and writing programme, designed for children just beginning their literacy journey, for children in Reception or Year 1.  It is based on the principles of Reading Recover. It is about message getting and message giving. The strength of this programme is that is develops basic reading and writing strategies for pupils struggling with early basic skills. The pupils get reading and writing opportunities in every session delivered 4 times per week. The initial assessment identifies letter and word knowledge and concepts about print. It involves a short series of daily lessons, for a small group, for 6 weeks. It supports:

· the development of concepts about print

· the assessment of reading and provides evidence of the child’s standard 

The course develops early reading and writing skills as the children:

· Learn to read 30 high frequency words 

· Learn to write 30 high frequency words 

· Learn how to use a capital letter and a full stop in sentences 

· Read 24 booklets 



	1st Class Writing - Pirate Crew Year 3 and Dragon Hunters Year 4 & 5 

	This is a structured intervention for those who struggle to write confidently and accurately. There a 6 units (unit 5 is optional), 10 scripted sessions per unit. The intervention is taught 4 x 40 minute session a week and takes up to 3 weeks per unit. The programme:

supports the national curriculum for English

makes children eager to write

balances the development of transcription, grammar and composition 



	Project X Code


	This is a reading intervention for children in years 2 – 5. The intervention builds reading skills and motivation. Each book is 90% decodable text. There is progression of systematic synthetic phonics, vocabulary and comprehension and has flexible entry and exit points. There are up to 4 children in a group taught 4 times a week for 30 minutes.

The series of books is available from OUP.
